





The E. Quint Carr Award

Recipient: Dr. Joseph Sharkey, Assured Information Security in Rome

The MVEEC E. Quint Carr Award is presented to the individual who has made
significant contributions in the field of engineering AND who has also focused
on educating the future engineers and scientists in the Mohawk Valley. The
successful nominee will have proven their engineering skills, achieved successes
through their own professional development, and proven to have an exemplary
work ethic in both their professional and community activities.

This year’s MVEEC E. Quint Carr Award is presented to Dr. Joseph Sharkey of
AIS in Rome. And the reasons he has been selected go far beyond his technical
knowledge and successful career.

The three facts stood out in the nomination documentation. Dr. Sharkey’s:

1. technical expertise — Dr. Sharkey leads the R&D efforts in multi-core
computing chips, and is the intellectual driving force behind designing the
architecture of this emerging technology. His research into the security
characteristics will have far-reaching impacts on the security of America’s
cyber-infrastructure, enabling sensing systems and decision logic to avoid
emerging threats and detect increasingly subtle malicious behaviors.

2. leadership — Within AIS, Dr. Sharkey is known as the ‘lead-by-example’
engineer. He is known for investing the long hours required to research
emerging technologies, for his determination in developing and presenting the
total picture on every given assignment, and his dedication to never
compromising on the technical quality of every aspect of his work. By
‘walking the walk’, Dr. Sharkey shows his team what is the ‘right road’ to
success, motivating his team and leading with actions, not words.

3. mentoring - Dr. Sharkey’s volunteer work and mentoring of new engineers,
Mohawk Valley high school students, and participants in the AFRL / Griftiss
Institute’s first Challenge Competition clearly show his dedication to the
growth of future engineers, and his focus on raising awareness of exciting local
careers in the ‘coolest’ technologies available to those who invest in their own
education. His investment in these young people, both through his time on
Saturdays and during their Spring Break, and his focus on constantly
challenging the students to think deeply, globally, and ‘outside the box’,
emphasize Dr. Sharkey’s value to our current and future technical community

As an engineering leader who has proven his technical knowledge, generated
local interest and increased the local knowledge base of the importance of
engineering, and the role of engineers in this area’s development, Dr. Joseph
Sharkey is presented with the 2009 E. Quint Carr Award
